| first met Melvin and Jennifer in November
of 2006. Melvin, who suffers from diabetes,
had just spent several weeks in the hospital
from complications. Upon his release, the
family was facing eviction from their rental
home in Cary. The couple explained that
this was not uncommon, and in fact, it was a
similar situation that brought them to WIHN
the first time in 2003. Despite the fact that
both Jennifer and Melvin were working two
jobs when health allowed, constant medical
issues kept the couple from sustaining
housing and stability for their family of four.

When assessing the factors contributing to
their family’s instability, it was determined
that medical coverage and a constant
source of income were crucial to their
remaining independent. During their eight
week stay with WIHN, the couple worked
with staff and was able to secure Medicaid
and other benefits, as well as housing.

Jennifer received a full scholarship to Wake
Technical Community College in 2007 and
became a Certified Nursing Assistant. She
remains enrolled and is pursuing a nursing
degree. Melvin’s health has improved with
consistent medical care, and he remains
employed. Today, Melvin and Jennifer are
proud homeowners as well as proud WIHN
volunteers, giving back to the program they
say “was a lifesaver.”

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WIHN sponsored a Used Shoe Drive in August
as a fundraiser. A marketing company paid us
20 cents per pound for shoes in decent
condition, and the shoes were sent to areas
where there is a need — Africa, Asia, Haiti,
even the United States. A storage container
was donated by PODS, so we had a place to
store them until they were picked up by the
marketing company. The response was
overwhelming as our host and support churches
brought shoes from their congregations. The
POD kept filling up, and we had to schedule
more pick-ups than anticipated. In the end,
10,734.6 pounds of shoes were collected in 535
big garbage bags, with about 20 pairs per bag.

We raised $2,146.92, and the closets of Wake Caangtynuch cleaner now. We also like to think wae alir
small part to stimulate the economy; with all thased shoes out of their closets, people may veabtiy new
shoes.
